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Education, the New Covenant,
and the Holy Spirit

For this is the covenant that | will make with the house of Israel after those days, says the LORD:

I will put My laws in their mind and write them on their hearts; and | will be their God, and they shall
be My people. None of them shall teach his neighbor, and none his brother, saying, ‘Know the
LORD,’ for all shall know Me, from the least of them to the greatest of them. For | will be merciful
to their unrighteousness, and their sins and their lawless deeds | will remember no more
(Hebrews 8:10-12; cf. Jeremiah 31:31f).

Too many Christians limit the potentialities of the New Covenant in Christ. They tend to apply the
benefits of this gracious covenant only to redemptive issues related to personal salvation. Although this is a
correct application, it is only the beginning; it is the foundation upon which a worldview edifice is built.

For example, consider the first promise of the covenant: “I will put My laws in their mind and write them
on their hearts.” It is the person of the Holy Spirit, the third person of the Trinity, who carves God’s laws

tions that lay dormant within this promise have profound
implications for Christian educators. Keep reading in i —
Jeremiah 31, especially verses 35-37. These verses speak of creation ordinances (another word for law).
Taken as a unit (Jeremiah 31:31-37), the covenant-keeping God links His creation and redemptive ordi-
nances in a unity (they both speak with the same voice). Not only is the Holy Spirit an active instrument in
redemption, He was (and is) an active instrument in creation (Genesis 1:2; Psalm 104:30). The word law,
therefore, represents the totality of the way the covenant-keeping God acts towards the creation, both human
and inanimate. One example of creation ordinances would be His com-
mand word that governs the motion of the Sun, Moon, and stars (see Psalm

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connects). God the Father created all things
in, through, and for the second person of the
Trinity, who is the wisdom and glory of God
incarnate (Colossians 2:3; cf. Proverbs 8:12-
31; Psalm 104:24; John 1:14). The Apostle
John states that in Christ, the logos of God,
the entire created realm was made and with-
out Him nothing was made (John 1:1-3).
Logos in the Greek means “word, communi-
cation, governing agent, or law personified.”
The writer to the Hebrews portrays the Son
of God as the personal governing principle,
the command word of power that upholds
every aspect of the created order (Hebrews
1:1-3). We can therefore conclude that the
Christ is not only the mediator of redemp-
tion; He is the mediator of creation.
As Christian educators, we seek to unfold
God and His creation to our students. We de-
sire to lead our stu-
dents first to Christ
and His redemp-
tion and then,
building on that
foundation, to
make known to
them the revelation
of Christ in cre-
ation. By the Holy
Spirit, we can pos-
sess the very mind
of  Christ (I
Corinthians 2:6-16). As Augustine (354-430),
Bishop of Hippo, once said, “We think God’s
thoughts after Him.” In active dependence
upon Him (Proverbs 3:5-6), the Holy Spirit
can open our minds and hearts to see patterns
in creation and discern the wisdom of God in
Christ thereby (for example, the Holy Spirit
has been graciously revealing Christ in cre-
ation to me through my study of mathematics
for nearly three decades — see my books for
further detail).
God the Holy Spirit writes His redemp-
tive and creational laws on the minds and

hearts of the covenant man. This means that

it is only the New Covenant Christian, em-
powered and taught by the Holy Spirit, who
can truly know God’s creation. We can never
know exhaustively, but we can know truly. We
can know truly because we have a standard
for knowing truly. We can know truly because
in Christ are hidden all the treasures of wis-
dom and knowledge (Colossian 2:3), i.e., the
Christian embraces, using philosophical terms,
arevelational epistemology. Although we see
as in a mirror dimly (I Corinthians 13:12),
please note that we can see. We have been
graced in Christ by His Spirit with epistemo-
logical self-consciousness (or “eyesight” — see
Psalm 36:9).

The covenant breaker may be able to dis-
cern coherences and connectedness (i.e., cre-
ation laws), but he does so on borrowed pre-
mises. He borrows from Christian theism (by
God’s

grace) every time

He can delve into the inner

he articulates a gen-
eral law or prin-
ciple. He can delve
into the inner sanc-
tum of an atom and
talk about mesons
and gluons, but he
will never be able
to unfold the true
nature of the wis-
dom and power
that holds the sub-microscopic world together.
The covenant breaking astronomer may use
Newton’s law of universal gravitation to pre-
dict the position of planets and stars, but he
will never be able to unfold the true nature of
that binding, mysterious “force” that governs
the cosmos. The covenant breaker cannot jus-
tify or identify the unity that governs the whole
of the created order because he embraces a
rationalistic epistemology. His reason is there-
fore blinded by his willful rebellion
(Ephesians 4:17-20). It is only the Christian,
whose reason is submitted to the transform-

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ing power of Christ (Romans 12:1-2), who
can know that the person of Christ is the true
unity who holds the diversity of the created
order—microscopic and macroscopic—together.

What privilege,
opportunity, gran-
deur, and responsi-
bility we therefore
possess as Christian
educators (to whom
much is given,
much is required).
It is only by a bibli-
cal Christian episte-
mology that we can
justify the amazing
correlation between
the human mind (what goes on inside our
minds) and the physical creation (what goes
on outside our minds). This correlation has
mystified some of the greatest minds of mod-
ern science, specifically Albert Einstein (1879-
1955) who once said, “The eternal mystery
of the world is its comprehensibility.” God

creation also imparts the same laws in our
minds and hearts. Our minds and the physi-
cal world cohere (i.e., are comprehensible) be-
cause the biblical God is the author of both.
By being created
and re-created (i.e.,
reborn) in God’s
image, the cov-
enant keeper can
truly know the ul-
timate meaning
and purpose of law
(something the
covenant breaker
can never truly
know). These laws
reflect the mind
and wisdom of Christ. The Christian is also
in the potential position to discover more of
the treasures of creation by the instruction of
the Spirit of God (Proverbs 25:2). As Chris-
tian educators, it is therefore our responsibil-
ity to honor the Christ who upholds every iota
of the created realm. May God by His Spirit

grace you to do so.

versity simply a matter of narrowing it down
with a few key questions? For instance: “What
does the student want to study and which col-
leges have good reputations in that field?
Which of those are geographically and finan-
cially accessible to our family?” That’s all
there is to it. Right?

Virtually all of the college websites and
most of the other college guidebooks will give
lots of facts and figures (many of them irrel-
evant) and trumpet the schools’ strengths and
desirable aspects. Some tell you how to write
a stand-out essay or where to find the dollars
to pay for it all, meanwhile assuming that
choosing a college is the easy part. But, like
all the education leading up to this point, ideas
have consequences. Choosing the Right Col-
lege, on the other hand, assumes that the
choice of school is the most important and
therefore, the most difficult, decision students
and their parents will have to make. It comes
at the problem with the realization that infor-
mation provided by the college itself or funded
by the college will likely compromise the ob-

higher education, this book is not for you.
But, if you dream of an education that is more
noble and less utilitarian, you’ve found a trea-
sure. Christian colleges are among those pro-
filed and the writers are quick to point out
when they suspect there may be some
mission drift in progress.

Choosing the Right College describes
itself thus:

In selecting the 125 schools to be profiled
in this guide, we have been careful to include
those institutions generally considered to be
“America’s top schools.” Thus, we have in-
cluded the top forty most selective national
universities and the top thirty-five most selec-
tive liberal arts colleges according
to...rankings...by U.S. News & World Report.
We have chosen fifty more schools... We think
that many of these schools have adhered im-

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pressively to the unfashionable concept of lib-
eral education...and wanted to be sure to com-
mend them...

The guide then goes on to profile each
institution in “Academic Life,” “Political
Atmosphere,” and “Student Life.” Because
the book is independently researched, the in-
formation comes from school literature and
web sites, magazine and newspaper articles
and interviews with administrators, profes-
sors, and students.

Generally, in the Academic Life section,
the researchers are looking for a true core cur-
riculum. They try to
determine the best
departments and the
best professors (and
which courses and
departments to avoid),
the quality of teaching
and student advising,
and how bad grade
inflation is. If a core
curriculum is not in
place, can the disci-
plined student choose
from courses that are
offered to provide a
core curriculum for himself? In a highlighted
box, the guide shows eight specific courses
which together would provide a makeshift
substitute for a true integrated core. If avail-
able, the courses cover these areas:

Classical literature (in translation)
Ancient philosophy

The Bible

Christian thought before 1500
Modern political theory
Shakespeare

U.S. History before 1865

19th century European intellectual
history

in a book, A Student’s Guide to the Core
Curriculum and can be downloaded for free
at:www.collegeguide.org)

The Political Atmosphere section
examines the degree of political correctness
observed in course offerings, professors and
student activities. If there have been any
recent controversies or scandals, they are
discussed in this section.

In the Student Life section you’ll learn
about what it’s like to be a student at that
school. There is a discussion of housing
issues such as coed dorms and bathrooms,
whether housing is
guaranteed for four
years, would a student
want to live there any-
way? You can also get
a sense of how kids
spend their time outside
the classroom, the
amount of crime on and
around campus, and
how much athletics
shape the atmosphere
and any tradition
unique to the school.

Finally, with cau-
tious trepidation, there are statistics about each
school such as total enrollment, cost, SAT
midrange scores of admitted students, percent
of applicants accepted, graduation rate, etc.
These can be badly distorted, of course, but
they also can be quite helpful to assess
whether your student’s ability is a good match
for a particular school.

If you’ve been concerned that when
your student graduates from a classical Chris-
tian school she will be ““...all dressed up with
no where to go,” this college guide will help.
You will have the tools you need to assess
colleges and universities whether or not they

are profiled in this guide.
