I, the undersigned, do hereby commit to the following:

that all the information provided on this application is true, to the best of my knowledge, and that I have not
intentionally withheld or misrepresented any pertinent data;

I acknowledge that Cary Christian School seeks to partner with parents who desire a Christian education for
all of their school-age children. Should you transfer a student to a non-Christian school, it may jeopardize the
remaining sibling’s reenrollment.

to fulfill my financial obligations to Cary Christian School, namely:

a. February 29, 2012: This is the last day to withdraw from the 2012-2013 school year without incurring a
$600 (per student) Reenrollment Termination Penalty (RTP). Written notification must be received in the
school office by 4:00 p.m.

b. April 30, 2012: This is the last day to withdraw from the 2012-2013 school year without being obligated
for the full year of tuition. Written notification must be received in the school office by 4:00 p.m.

c. AsofMay 1,2012, I am responsible for the timely payment of the full annual tuition and other fees due
Cary Christian School even if my child is voluntarily withdrawn or expelled from school.

d. In the event that I decide to withdraw my child from Cary Christian School anytime throughout the year, I
will inform the school office in writing.

e. [l am responsible for any and all damages my child may have made to school property.

I will fully support and abide by all Cary Christian School policies, including the school uniform policy. I
affirm that I have read the Student-Parent Handbook in full.

I will include corporal punishment as a method of discipline which Cary Christian School administrators
may use with my son. (Exceptions may be granted with written documentation, dated and signed, by a
parent or guardian.)

I will support school personnel, programs, policies, and activities with prayer and communication, and to serve
as a volunteer in various capacities.

I will nurture habits of punctuality, thoroughness, neatness, honesty, resourcefulness, independent reading,
and study. I will also expect my child to complete all homework daily and to make sure all books and
completed homework are returned to school the following day.

I will allow my child to be photographed or videotaped for public relations and/or training purposes.

I will direct any grievances, concerns, or issues which [ may have through the proper channels, according to
the principles outlined in chapter eighteen of the gospel of Matthew as summarized below.

a. [ agree that all persons are to deal with the situation at its source. This usually means initially speaking
privately with the person involved in a constructive and supportive attempt to attain clarification or
resolution.

b. If, after honest attempts have been made and clarification or resolution has not been satisfactorily reached,
then I will proceed to the next level of authority. This generally means speaking with the principal/
superintendent. If satisfaction is not reached by this point, then I will proceed to the CCS School Board by
bringing the matter to the board’s attention in writing.

I have read the above contract and agree to abide by it while my child is enrolled as a student at Cary Christian School.
